There
are 10 apartments at a discount of 10% for seniors 62 years of age and
older. Anyone who is interested can let the Association know.

The attendees were informed of the proposed sale of Con-Edison land to a private developer who would then lease the site to Federal Express Co.
As most community members know this would be a very unfortunate event. We are asking for and need strong support from our elected officials. If this land sale goes through, there will be more than two hundred trucks passing through our streets. This will cause a tremendous impact in our residential community not only by traffic and congestion but by the amount of pollution that will be created.

We will keep you posted on this issue, our association is committed to 
fighting the sale of this land. We are circulating petitions to be signed.
